Day 2: 05/02/2016 (Sunday)

In the dawn of the second Day, N.S.S. volunteers started their campaign
by prayer at early morning on 06:00 a.m. After taking a breakfast the camp
volunteers organised a Shramadan Programme. About 45 volunteers divided
themselves into sub groups and went into the streets, lanes of the village and
organized a cleanliness drive.
